Good, 
steady camera work is an absolute must, and you should have experience gathering clean sound 
and interviewing a variety of personalities.  Must be comfortable working independently Ð you 
will be your own crew.

¥ Any time constraints (no Fridays, no nights, etc.). 
¥ Indicate whether you prefer strictly shooting, editing, or a mix.
